Reasonable security checking the event.

Ensure fresh water at the exits of the arenas for the majorettes
Must Have First Aid in attendance

Suitable PA, Lorry’s and tables and chairs for the judges.

All officials and helpers to wear ID Tags

Clearly marked toilets that are check at least every hour.

At Least Two Trained or with Prior Knowledge judges per routine.

Provide refreshments.

Provide up to date running orders and keep all participating troupes up to date with any

changes

Troupes Not to Hold up arena for Training or Double Dancers

Majorette of the day in all sections (Senior, Junior, Juvenile and Tiny Tots)
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1st to 3rd winning positions maybe 1 to 4 at Hoist Troupe Discretion

Overall juniors, Seniors and Troupe at Hoist Troupe Discretion
Personality of the day at Hoist Troupe Discretion
Suggested - Four Judges per section, to include a time keeper.

Running orders to use rough start time for each section.

Must use escorts to take troupe to each section, Where Ever Possible.

Tiny Tots sections to be held in the afternoon
One Point for every 10 seconds for late arrivals.
Military Section to be judged as Military/Militaire

CD's may be used for music
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Must be lodge in writing with the association.
The dispute/complaint will be dealt with at the next available committee meeting

The committee decision is final.

A written report of the findings and decision of the committee will be given to the
complainant or disputer.

If a dispute/complaint needs an immediate decision than a temporary decision can be
made, There must be at least three committee members from different troupe to make the
decision. A written account must be lodge with the committee.

Disputes are to be Sorted out by host troupe where ever possible
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Any association equipment being used must be looked after and is the responsibility of
the troupe using it.

Each troupe must work together to transport the equipment from venue to venue

Any breakage's through miss use or neglect are to be paid for by the troupe using the
equipment.

Any Breakdowns not the fault of the troupe using the equipment will be paid for by the
association.

It is the responsibility of each troupe to get the equipment signed for when passing it
over to the next venue.

All copies of signed forms must be passed back to the association. And a copy kept by
the troupes.
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
